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Wh astUader Your Boat?

Last month we looked at the crazy critters that live under our boats from a
community viewpoint. We learned that in a biological community, everyone
has a role — an ecological responsibility. The roles were that of producer,
consumer and decomposer. Let’s take a closer look at each, starting
appropriately in January, with the group ecologists call “Producers.”

Producers are the plants — comprised of microscopic diatom, seaweed, algae
and kelps. These organisms should be considered our buddies, as their role
may be the most important of the three groups — they absorb the nasty carbon
monoxide (CO) we spew into the atmosphere from our vehicles, power plants
and the air we exhale.

Green Algae

The growth and proliferation of producers (plants) is jump started
with seasonal winds along our coast forcing deep, nutrient rich water
to the surface, where it acts like a fertilizer. This oceanographic
process is called upwelling. Now just add sunlight and we have the
recipe for the chloroplasts housed in the plant’s tissue to convert CO
into life supporting Oxygen, and also, chemical food for consumers to
feed on. The chemical food is in the form of sugar. Six molecules of
Oxygen and one molecule of Glucose is produced from every six
molecules of CO. Referred to as Photosynthesis it is likely the
MOST important chemical process on earth, and is incredibly
efficient. One for one — one CO, plus sunlight makes one molecule of
Oxygen we need to survive. Photosynthesis is fighting the ecological
war against pollution, and seaweeds (the Producers) are the infantry.

Orion Issues Recall Notice for Hand-Launched Aerial
Signals

Orion Safety Products has issued a recall for two models of its hand-launched aerial signals, citing
problems with the devices failing to launch and/or ignite.

The recall applies to older Orion XL T and 12-gauge signals made with orange ABS plastic. XLTs are
self-contained, hand-launched signals, while 12-gauge signals have a pistol-style launch and a plastic shell.

In 2008, Orion switched from orange ABS to red-colored, glass-filled polyethylene for its better strength,
durability and resistance to moisture. The last XLTs that used orange ABS in the launch tube body expire
this month, while the last 12-inch gauge shells using the orange ABS plastic expire in March 2012.

If you have an XLT signal with an orange launch tube that has an expiration date between November 2011
and December 2011, or an orange 12-gauge shell that has an expiration date between November 2011
and March 2012, you are eligible to receive a free, four-pack replacement at no cost.
